Teapigs Chai is one of the best UK supermarket tier chai blends, whole leaf temple bag (not powder),

genuine whole spices (not flavourings), full Indian spice profile (cardamom, cinnamon, ginger, black

pepper, cloves), strong enough black tea base. The "see what's inside" temple bag transparency is

part of the brand's appeal. Worth keeping for anyone who wants better than mainstream chai without

specialty pricing.

Teapigs launched in 2006 with a mission: mass market tea bags using whole leaf tea and "real" ingredients

(not flavourings, not powder, not dust). The "temple bag", biodegradable mesh bag with visible leaf and

spice, became the brand identity.

The brand sits in a specific market position: better quality than supermarket mass market (Yorkshire, Tetley)

but not as premium priced as specialty single origin (teas.co.uk, with friends Mei Leaf and Postcard Teas).

Strong black tea base (Assam style).

Whole cardamom pods.

Cinnamon stick pieces.

Ginger pieces.

Black pepper.

Cloves.

The visible whole spices in the temple bag, actual cinnamon stick fragment, real cardamom pods, distinguish

this from powder based or flavouring based chai.

Aroma: Warming spice, cardamom forward with cinnamon and ginger support.

First sip: Strong black tea body, then cardamom dominance.

Mid cup: Cinnamon and ginger emerge. Black pepper provides background warmth.

Finish: Long spice presence; black pepper lingers.

With milk: Transforms, cardamom intensifies, the milk softens spice edges. Excellent.

With sugar: Spice character amplifies; sweetness balances pepper.

Quick mug method (mainstream)

1. 1 temple bag in a mug.

2. 200ml just boiled water. Steep 4-5 minutes.

3. Add 50ml hot whole milk.

4. Add 1-2 tsp sugar.

5. Drink.

Pan brewed method (best result)

1. 200ml water + 200ml whole milk in a saucepan.
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2. 1 Teapigs Chai temple bag.

3. Optional: extra cardamom pod (cracked) for reinforcement.

4. Bring to gentle simmer. Simmer 5 minutes.

5. Add 1-2 tsp sugar to taste.

6. Strain into cups.

Cold brew method (summer)

1. 2 temple bags + 500ml cold water in a jug.

2. Refrigerate 8 hours.

3. Remove bags. Add cold milk + maple syrup. Drink over ice.

vs Pukka Chai Originale

Teapigs is stronger and more spice forward. Pukka is gentler, with vanilla undertones. Teapigs better for

milk based chai latte; Pukka better for everyday lighter cup.

vs Tea India Cardamom Masala

Tea India is more authentic Indian (CTC tea base + cardamom dominant). Teapigs has whole leaf format

and slightly more western spice balance. Both excellent.

vs Twinings Chai

Twinings is sweeter, more cinnamon led, less authentic. Teapigs more genuine.

vs MoreTea Chai

MoreTea is similarly authentic. Both at similar price tier.

vs specialty loose leaf chai

Specialty single origin is more nuanced and premium priced. Teapigs is the budget tier of "really good chai."

Most chai tea bags use:

CTC dust (small, fast extracting tea).
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Powdered or finely ground spices.

Sometimes added flavouring on top.

Teapigs uses:

Whole leaf black tea (slower extraction, more depth).

Whole spice pieces (slower extraction, more aromatic compounds).

No added flavouring.

The result is a fuller, more nuanced cup. Temple bag mesh allows the whole leaves and spices to expand

fully during brewing.
