Ethical tea sourcing is, at its core, about the people who grow and pick the tea, and about brands being clear
about them. This sits in the ethics cluster beside is tea sustainable.

"Ethical sourcing" centres on fair pay, safe and decent working conditions, and not relying on exploitative
labour. Environment matters too, but sourcing ethics is primarily human.

Why tea specifically

Tea is hand picked, labour intensive and concentrated in lower income regions, which makes labour
conditions a central, not peripheral, issue, see tea farming and workers.

What certifications cover

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Fairtrade focuses on price and a producer premium; Rainforest Alliance on farm environmental and some
social standards. Each helps with part of ethical sourcing, see Fairtrade and Rainforest Alliance.

Transparency is the real signal

The strongest indicator is a brand being specific, where, what terms, what they verify, rather than vague
"ethically sourced" language with no detail. Specificity beats slogans, see the Clipper Fairtrade story.

The limits of labels

Certification is meaningful but not a perfect guarantee; the stance is "better and worth supporting”, a floor
not a halo, not "certified equals flawless".

What you can do

Prefer brands that are transparent and credibly certified, and reward that with custom; treat detail free ethical
claims with caution, see is tea sustainable.

Ethical sourcing is chiefly fair treatment of tea workers plus brand transparency; certifications and specificity
are the signals to look for, see tea farming and workers.

No label Nothing certified Judge by what the seller will actually tell you
